The General Services Administration (GSA) is conducting a major renovation of the Edward Zorinsky Federal Building in downtown Omaha, Nebraska. GSA’s renovation will transform an antiquated building into a first-class facility, with modern office space and many state-of-the-art amenities that will enhance the Federal Government’s presence in the Central Business District (CBD) and assist the City of Omaha in the revitalization of its downtown.  

Included in the plans for the refurbished facility are an eating establishment, childcare center, fitness and health centers, credit union, and travel agency.  Additionally, tenant agencies and their customers will be able to enjoy a 3,000 square foot, state-of-the-art conference and training center. 

Overall, this Federal building has the capacity to house approximately 1,200 people. These Federal employees will play a key role in invigorating the downtown economy by being at the center of the revitalization of downtown Omaha.  While helping to fulfill the Federal Government’s “Good Neighbor” role to the Omaha community, the Federal tenants of the Zorinsky Building will benefit from GSA’s expertise in its ongoing effort to provide world-class workplace solutions in a first-class office environment.  

Substantial completion and occupancy of the Zorinsky Federal Building is scheduled for fiscal year 2004.  We have recently completed the interior demolition and will begin exterior construction in the spring of 2003.  GSA is hosting a celebration for the progress we have made on this vital project and its contribution to the revitalization of downtown Omaha.  To reinforce the importance of the project, Nebraska’s Congressional representatives are planning to speak at this event.  The ceremony, entitled “The New Zorinsky:  Rebuilding for the Future,” is scheduled for 10:00 AM on October 28, 2002 at the Edward Zorinsky Federal Building.
