United States Courthouse Unveils the Great Seal 

of the United States



General Services Administration (GSA) Regional Administrator Woody Overton is pleased to announce the unveiling of the Great Seal of the United States for the Thomas F. Eagleton United States Courthouse on Thursday, September 23, 1999 at 1:00 p.m.
Mr. Overton will be joined by: Judge Filippine, District Judge, and Judge Hamilton, Chief Judge of the Eastern District of Missouri, who represent the U.S. Courts.  Brief speeches from the dignitaries will be followed by the unveiling of the new seal, which was designed by Bob Cassilly, a local artist.  The seal, which measures 16 feet in diameter, was fabricated by Cassilly & Cassilly, Inc.

An audience consisting of managers and workers of the building construction contractors, the courthouse tenants, HOK (designers), CRSS Constructors (construction manager), and GSA (owner/project manager) will be on hand to celebrate this event.  A cookout lunch for the construction team will be held at 12:00 p.m., with the unveiling of the Great Seal taking place at 1:00 p.m.

The September 23rd ceremony will be held at the Eagleton United States Courthouse at 111 S. 10th Street in downtown St. Louis, Missouri.  The building, which holds a prominent place in the St. Louis skyline, will be the largest Federal Courthouse in the United States when completed.

The Eagleton Courthouse’s 29 floors rise 567 feet into the St. Louis skyline, while its 1,037,632 gross square feet provide 25 courtrooms—as well as an indoor parking garage.  In addition, GSA is pleased with the revitalization of the Southeast area of St. Louis’ Central Business District which has been helped by the presence of the Eagleton United States Courthouse.

Mr. Overton states, “This is a milestone event honoring the outstanding work done by the construction workers and the new partnership with GSA.  We look forward to having the Courthouse open for business in June of 2000, and a formal dedication following soon after.”
